Data Rate (Kbps)/Bandwidth Throttling

The Data Rate setting, specified in kilobits per second, allows the network administrator to limit the connection speed of a particular PC Client. This enables a service provider to partition wireless bandwidth on a per-station basis. If you would like to set the PC Client to run at full speed, without any speed control, enter “0” (zero) in the Data Rate (Kbps) field.

This setting is independent of the Transmit Rate, which affects the bit rate used by the radio card.
